FDA-approved Indications1 

Adult patients with extensive stage small cell lung cancer (ES-SCLC) with disease progression on or after 

platinum-based chemotherapy. 

All other indications are considered experimental/investigational and not medically necessary. 

Coverage Criteria 

Extensive Stage Small Cell Lung Cancer1,2 

Authorization of 12 months may be granted for treatment of extensive stage small cell lung cancer (ES-

SCLC) with disease progression on or after platinum-based chemotherapy as a single agent. 
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Continuation of Therapy 
Authorization of 12 months may be granted for continued treatment in members requesting 

reauthorization for an indication listed in the coverage criteria section when there is no evidence of 

unacceptable toxicity or disease progression while on the current regimen. 
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
